Constantine Cannon LLP and Hagens Berman Sobol Shapiro LLP, Co-Lead
Counsel for United States merchants in the In re Visa Check/MasterMoney Antitrust
Litigation, CV 96-5238, advise Class Members as follows:

On October 9, 2009, Lead Counsel filed a request with the District Court for
the Eastern District of New York to make a distribution of more than $1 billion to
eligible class members. The distribution would be primarily funded from the
proceeds of the prepayment deals recently approved by the Court and would include
payment of residual monies remaining in the settlement funds after accounting for the
payment of all approved claims.

The distribution payments will be made on a pro rata basis to class members
who received and cashed their checks for signature debit, PIN debit, and credit card
overcharges. Lead Counsel anticipates mailing distribution checks within four weeks
of the Court’s determination of the total residual payment amount to be made in this
distribution.
